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Red-shanked Douc

Pyeathrix nemaeus

Description  The colorful Red-shanked Douc looks like a potbellied little man wearing a gray
shirt and black pants.

Distribution Red-shanked Douc are found in Cambodia , Laos and Vietnam.

behavior Red-shanked Douc are diurnal and eat , sleep and feed in the trees of the
forest.

Reproduction The pregnanay lests 180 to 190 days resulting in the birth of a single offspring.
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Bengal tiger
Panthera tigris tigris

Description  The Bengal tiger 's coat is a yellow to light orange, and the stripes range from
dark brown to black, the belly is white, and the tail is white with black rings.

Distribution It is a tiger subspecies nation to India, Bangladesh, Nepal and Bhutan.

Behavior Tigers live independently in its own territory. They do not live as family units
because the male plays no part in rasing his off spring.

Reproduction After a gestation period of 104-106 days, 1-4 cubs are born.
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Indochinese Tiger
Panthera tigris corbetti
Description  Indochinese tiger is a subspecies of tiger. The average indochinese tiger is
approximately 2.74 M long and weighs about 180 ks.
Distribution They are found in Cambodia, Laos, Myanmar, Thailand, and Vietnam.

Behavior Indochinese tiger prey mainly on medium-and large-sized wild ungulates. Sambas
deer, wild pigs, and large bovids such as bantensg.

Reproduction The gestation period is 16 weeks. The litter size usually consists of around 3-4

cubs.
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Asian Black Bear

Ursus thibetanus
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The Asian black bear is a medium-sized species of bear. They measure
70-100 cm. in shoulder height, with an average weight of about 113 kg.

They are found in Asia.

Asian black bear are diurnal, though they become nocturnal near home
habitations. They may live in family groups consisting of two adults and
two youngs.

Female usually give birth in caves or hollow trees in winter or early spring
and gestation period of 200-240 days.
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Sun Bear

Ursus malayanus
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The sun bear is 120-150 cm. long, making it is the smallest member in
the bear family. Males tend to be 10-45% larger than females.

They are found in southeast Asia, India and China.

The diet of the sun bear consists mainly of invertebrates, fruits, leaves,
eggs and small vertebrates.

A female sun bear can produce 1 to 2 cubs per year. Sun bear has a
roughly 96 days gestation period.
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Lion
Panthera Leo
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The lion is a mammal of family felidae. The lion is the second largest
Feline species, after the tiger. The male lion, easily recognized by his
mane, weighs between 150-250 kg. Females range 120-150 ks.

They are found in India and Africa.

Lions feed on a variety of large and medium-size prey. They prefer
wildebeest to all others when the annual migration brings the vast herds
through the pride's range. Otherwise they eat buffalo, zebra, antelope,
giraffe, and warthogs. They also steal kills and carrion from other
predators.

The period of gestation for the lioness is between 105 and 118 days and

usually three or four cubs will be born.
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Chinese Goral

Naemrhedus griseus
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Chinese goral is small ungulates with a goat-like appearance. Goral
typically weigh 25-40 kg. and 80-130 cm. in length.

They are found in Burma, China, India, Thailand, Vietnam and Laos.

Goral are often found on rocky hillsides at high elevations. They eat grass,
leaves and fruits.

They mate during November to December, The mother carry the foal for
six months and will give birth to one foal at a time.
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Asian elephant

Elephas maximus
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In general, Asian elephant are smaller than African elephants and have
the highest body point on the head. Their back is convex or level.

They distributed in southeast Asia from India in the west to borneo in the
east.

Elephants are crepuscular. They are mega herbivores and consume up to
150 kg. of plant matter per day.

The gestation period is 18-22 months, and the female give birth to one
calf, or occasionally twins.
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Giraffe
Giraffa camelopardalis
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The Giraffe is even-toad ungulate mammal, the tallest of all land-living

animal species, and the largest ruminant.

It's range extends in Central Africa to South Africa.

Giraffes are usually found in groups. Giraffes groups can range from over
40 individuals.
Giraffe gestation lasts between 400 and 460 days, after which a single calf

is normally born.
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White rhinoceros

White rhinoceros are found in grassland and savannah habitat. Herbivore
grazers that eat grass. It drinks twice a day if it is available.

Gestation occurs around 16-18 months. A single is born.
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Samatran Serow

Capricornis sumatraensis
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General color is black, with brownish-black underpants, and the area
above the hoofs tawny. The mane is composed of black, white and
tawny hairs. Lips, chin and throat are Buffy white.

They are found on the mountains and higher regions of Sumatra and the
Malay Peninsula.

The samatran serow is generally a solitary animal, although it may

sometimes move about in groups of several individuals.

The gestation lasts 7 mouths and has one calf per litter.
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Red River Hog

Potamochoerus porcus
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The red river hog is a wild member of the pig family. The red river hog
has striking red fur, with black legs and white stripe along the spine.

They are found in Africa

The red river hog prefers areas near river or swamps. Red river hogs
typically liver in herds of six to 20 menbus led by a dominant boar.

Sows rear three to six piglets at a time.
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Hippopotamus

Hippopotamus amphibious
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The hippopotamus is a large herbivorous mammal. After the
elephant and rhinoceros, the hippopotamus is the third largest land

mammal.
They are found in Africa.

The hippopotamus is semi -aquatic, inhabiting rivers, lakes and mangrove
swamps, where territorial bulls preside groups of 5 to 30 females and
young.

Female hippos reach sexual maturity at five to six years of age and have a
gestation period of 8 months.
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Spotted Hyena

Crocuta crocuta
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Striped Hyena
Hyaena hyaena
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The Striped Hyena has a fairly massive, but short torso set on long legs.

The hind legs are significantly shorter than forelimbs.
Striped Hyena native to North and East Africa.

The Striped Hyena is a primarily nocturnal animal, which typically only

leaves its den at the onset darkness, retuning before sunrise.

The gestation period is 90-91 days.
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Red Kangaroo

Macropus rufus
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Red kangaroo is a very large kangaroo with long, pointed ears and a

squared muzzle.
It is found in across mainland Australia.

The Red kangaroo live alone or in small groups called "Mobs" Each mob is
usually made up of 2 to 10 kangaroo.

The neonate gestation after only 33 days. Usually only one young is born
at a time.
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Capybara

Hydrochaeris hydrochaeris
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The world’s largest rodent. They weight around 55 kg. This stocky body
animal has a length of about 1 m. and a height at shoulder around 60
cm. It ranges in color from brown to reddish. The eyes and ears are high

on the head so they can easily be kept above water when swimming.
They are found in South America.

Capybaras are highly social rodent and live in groups controlled by a
dominant male. The capybara is a grazing herbivore. They mainly eat

grasses and aquatic plants.

Mating taken place often in the water and after a period of 130 days, a

litter of 2-8 babies born.

They are found in Africa.

Bat-eared foxes are nocturnal animals that live in small groups consist of
a couple and their offsprings. This fox eats mostly insects. Termites make
up half of their diet, 40% are beetles and less than 10% are mice and

lizards.

the gestation period is around 10 weeks and 4-6 cubs are born.
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Meerkat

Suricata suricatta
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The meerkat is a small mongoose; weight about 731 grams; body length

of 25 to 35 centimeters.
They are found in south of Africa.

Meerkats are primarily insectivores, but also eat lizards, snakes, spiders,

plants, and eggs. Meerkats forage in a group.

Meerkats become sexually mature at about one year of age and produce

one to five pups in a litter.
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Malayan Tapir

Tapirus indicus
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Short, smooth and slick coat is strikingly colored with the rear half above
the legs being white, while the rest of the coat is black, except for white
ear fringes. The tail is not more than a large stump, but the nose is

extended.
They are found in Southeast Asia.

The tapir is primarily solitary, but sometimes lives in pairs in the thickest
part of the forest. Malayan tapirs are nocturnal. The eat leaves, fruits, and

aquatic plants.

Gestation lasts about 400 days. After which one young is born.

The White tiger in a good swimmer but a very poor climber. They mostly

hunt at night

Mating can occur all year round, but is generally more common between
November and April. The gestation period is 16 weeks. The litter size

usually consists of around 3-4 cubs.
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Golden tiger

Panthera tignis
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: A golden tiger is a tiger with a color variation caused by a recessive
gene. The coloration is a result of captive breeding and does not occur in
the wild.

: The first golden tiger cub born in captivity was in 1983 in Florida.
: Adult tigers lead largely solitary lives. Tiger are strong swimmers.

: Gestation can range from 93 to 112 days. The litter is usually two or
three cubs.
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Clouded leopard

Neofelis nebulosa
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Clouded leopard have a tan or tawny coat, and are distinctively marked
with large, irregularly — shaped, dark-edged ellipses which are said to be
shaped like clouds.

The Clouded leopard is found only in Southeast Asia and China.

It is assumed that it is a generally solitary creature, and it appear to be

primarily nocturnal.

Females give birth to a litter of 2 to 4 cubs after a gestation period of
about 85 to 93 days.
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Squirrel Monkey

Saimiri sciuereus
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Males are larger than females. Most common coloration is white around
eyes, ears, throat, and on sides of neck. Top of head is black, back
forearms, hands, and feet are reddish or yellow with shoulders and hind

feet suffused with gray.
They are found in Columbia and northern Peru to northeastern Brazil.

They are diurnal and arboreal. Their tail is not used for climbing, but as a

kind of “balancing pole”. They eat insects, bird eggs, fruit, and nuts.

Single young born after 6 mouths gestation.
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Pygmy Hippopotamus
Choeropsis liberiensis
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General Description : They weigh 160 to 250 ke., stand about 0.8 m. tall at the shoulder, and
measure about 1.5 m. from head to tail. They are more pig-like in shape than Nile

hippotamuses, with proportionately smaller heads and proportionately longer legs and necks.

Natural Distribution : They are found in West Africa, in Liberia, Sierra Leone, Guinea and the

Ivory Coast.

Habits and Diet : They are more solitary than their larger relations and considerably less
aquatic. They are herbivores and feed on various vegetation, leaves, roots, grasses and fallen

fruits.

Reproduction : gestation is 6 to 7 months, after which a single calf is born.
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Zebra

Equus burchellii
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The zebra is mid-sized and thick bodied with relatively short legs. Adults
of both sexes stand about 1.4 meters high at the shoulder , are

approximately 2.3 meters long, and weigh around 220-322 kg.

It ranges from the south of Ethiopia through East Africa to as far south as

Angola.

The zebra is highly social and usually form small family groups called

harem.

Mare May give birth to one foal every twelve months.
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Gaur

Bos gaurus
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The caur is the largest of wild cattle. The average weight is 650 to 1,000
ke.

The gaur is native to south Asia and southeast Asia.

They are basically nocturnal. Gaur herds are led by an old adult female.
Adult males may be solitary.

Gaur have one calf ( or occasionally two) after a gestation period of
about 275 days.
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Greater Flamingo

Phoenicopterus roseus
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Description  : This is the largest species of flamingo , averaging 110-150 cm. tall and weighing
2-4 k.

Distribution : It is found in parts of Africa , southern Asia and southern Europe.

Behavior : The bird resides in mudflats and shallow coastal lagoons with salt water. Using
its feet , the bird stirs up the mud.

Reproduction : This species lays a single egg on a mud mound.
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American flamingos

Phoenicopterus ruber
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Description : Adult American flamingos are smaller on average The Greater Flamingos. They

measure from 120 to 145 cm tall.
Distribution : The American flamingos breeds in Colombia, Venezuela and southern Florida.

Behavior . Its preferred habitats saline lagoons, mudflats, and shallow brackish coastal or
inland lakes.

Reproduction : Incubation until hatching takes from 28 to 32 days.
